Race 1 KEN DUNCAN RACING MAIDEN HURDLE 3000m 
MYSTERY BAR (S Karnicnik) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Raced ungenerously in the early stages.  Jumped 
indifferently throughout the running.  Retired from the event prior to jumping the third-to-last fence when well 
beaten. 
 
PASSWORD (H McNeill) - Misjudged the fence near the 1100 metres.   
 
BEAUDACEA (N Downs) - Landed awkwardly after making the jump near the 900 metres and as a result lost ground. 
 



PRINCE TURBO (S Fannin) - Made the jump near the 550 metres awkwardly. Rider dropped the use of his right rein to 
be quickly regathered passing the 100 metres. 
 
LUCKY VIKING (D Parker) - Jumped the last two fences awkwardly. 
 

Race 2 WANGANU INSURANCE BROKERS OPEN HURDLE 3000m 

PHELAN FOXY (S Karnicnik) - Began awkwardly. Jumped indifferently throughout the running. 

 

GRINNER (L Douglas) - Misjudged the fence near the 1100 metres with the rider becoming briefly unbalanced. 
 
Race 3 DR JOHN D. MOORE MEMORIAL OPEN STEEPLE 3800m 

TITTLETATTLE (N Downs) - Slow to begin.  Jumped indifferently throughout the running. 
 
MAGNANIMOUS MAN (H McNeill) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
MANDORANI (S Fannin) - Slow to begin.  Landed awkwardly after jumping the second-to-last fence. 
 
ECHO BAY (E Farr) - Jumped the last fence awkwardly unbalancing the rider. 
 

Race 4 FLAIR (AMATEUR RIDERS SERIES) 2060m 

The start of this race was delayed approximately 5 minutes due to a delay in removing the steeplechase fences. 
 
SAILOR JACK (V Mason) - Slow to begin. 
 
JAN’S GIANT (A Riddell) - Slow to begin. 
 
AL’S RED ZED (S K Paswan) - Began awkwardly, losing ground. 
 
KID WARRIOR (K Wiles) - Began awkwardly. 
 
DU’BLUES (A Scott) - Jumped away awkwardly making contact and crowding DONARDO. 
 
DONARDO (M Northcott) - Contacted then crowded losing ground shortly after the start. 
 
NO TIP (E Woller) - Jumped inwards at the start, crowding inside runners. 
 
ODYSSEUS (E Taiaroa) - Placed in restricted racing room shortly after the start when NO TIP jumped inwards and 
DONARDO was dictated outwards. 
 
Following Race 4 a meeting was held between Stewards, Riders, and St John Paramedics to discuss visibility issues 
with the deterioration of the track following persistent rain prior to Race 4, and the inability of St John’s Ambulance 
and veterinary vehicles being able to follow the race fields safely for the remainder of today's race programme, with 
the decision being made to abandon the remainder of the race meeting at 1.35pm due to these safety concerns.
