RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ GRANDSTAND EATERY IN THE PHAR LAP MAIDEN 2200m

AEQUALIS (J Fawcett) - Slow to begin.

TAVANASIA (J Kamaruddin) - Crowded at the start. Raced keenly in the early and middle stages.




DAME COUNTY (K Asano) - Crowded at the start. Raced greenly and when being steadied shifted wider on the track
near the 1700 metres. Raced wide from the 800 metres.

TRES CHIC (K Hannan) - Crowded at the start. Over raced in the early stages. Returned to the enclosure with blood
present in both nostrils. Following a veterinary inspection TRES CHIC was confirmed to have bled. TRES CHIC shall not
be ridden in exercise for a period of two months or start in any race or trial for a period of three months, and then
only after a satisfactory gallop of at least 1000 metres in the presence of a Veterinarian. Trainer T Rae indicated that
the filly was now likely to be retired.

THE JOKER (K Hercock) - Shifted inwards abruptly on jumping crowding inside runners.

JETHRO (D Bothamley) - When spoken to regarding the improved performance, rider advised that the gelding had
been better suited by the step up in distance today.

Race 2 | NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES MAIDEN 1200m

LADY INCANTO (J Kamaruddin) - Raced wide throughout.
CHEX MY NONO (T Jonker) - Lay outwards near the 450 metres.

PHEROZ FRIENDS (K Chowdhoory) - Awkwardly placed close to heels near the 400 metres after inside runner lay
outwards.

RUSSIAN ROSETTE (D Montes de Oca) - Held up for a short distance near the 400 metres. Rider temporarily
unbalanced when mishandling his whip near the 200 metres. Rider was spoken to advisedly regarding using his whip
above shoulder height.

HANDMADE (Y Coonee) - Ducked away from the running rail abruptly unbalancing its rider near the 300 metres losing
ground. Trainer M McCann indicated that the mare would now be retired from racing.

Race 3 | BOOK A SUITE MID-WINTER XMAS RACES 24 JUNE 1200m

MAKE BELIEVE (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

MIDNIGHT JANE (K Hannan) - Restrained to obtain cover in the early stages then being inclined to over race for a
distance. Held up passing the 200 metres having to shift ground.

Race 4 | RICCARTON PARK FUNCTION CENTRE 3YO 1400m

RICHARD STOMPER (Y Atchamah) - Lay outwards rounding the final bend and in the straight. Had to be straightened
by its rider near the 150 metres.

RHONDA WOOD (K Hannan) - Lay outwards rounding the final bend.

Race 5 | SPEIGHT’S SUMMIT ULTRA ON TAP MAIDEN 1400m

GONA NO (D Bothamley) - Slow to begin.
KINLOCH (T Moseley) - Began awkwardly and as a result was slow to begin.
TAIL LIGHTS (D Montes de Oa) - Raced wide in the early stages.

PEARL OPULENCE (C Barnes) - Raced wide in the early stages.




RELENTLESS KAYDEN (L Callaway) - Raced wide throughout.

IN AWE (K Hercock) - Had to be steadied to avoid the heels of MISS FIREHAWK near the 1100 metres when MISS
FIREHAWK (K Chowdhoory) shifted inwards when not fully clear and being steadied. Held up for a distance passing
the 350 metres.

T Moseley (KINLOCH) - Spoken to regarding the height of his arm when using the whip over the concluding stages.

K Chowdhoory (FIREHAWK) - Issued with a warning after permitting his mount FIREHAWK to shift inwards when not
fully clear of IN AWE near the 1100 metres.

Race 6 I CUP WEEK HOSPITALITY COMING SOON 1400m

PINSK (T Moseley) - Proved difficult to load delaying the start. Connections were advised that a barrier manners
warning would be placed against the mare’s record. Jumped away awkwardly.

CATALINA BAY (D Montes de Oca) - Slow away. Had to be steadied when placed in restricted room to the inside of
KOPUTAROA near the 1100 metres.

VENTURESOME (J Kamaruddin) - Got its head up when being restrained shortly after the start.
FAH SAI (C Barnes) - Raced three wide without cover throughout.

CASTLE ON THE HILL (T Jonker) - Raced four wide without cover throughout.

LADY MODENA (Y Coonee) - Over raced in the middle stages.

AERIAL BLUE (K Chowdhoory) - Held up in the early stages of the run home not obtaining clear running until inside the
final 200 metres.

K Hercock (KOPUTAROA) - Issued with a warning after permitting her mount KOPUTAROA to shift inwards when not
fully clear of CATALINA BAY near the 1100 metres, with Stewards taking into account that KOPUTAROA had been
inclined to lay inwards.

Race 7 | GRAND NATIONAL TICKETS ON SALE 1400m

EL BEE JACK (D Montes de Oca) - Slow to begin. Raced wide without cover throughout.

MR RAFIKI (S Muniandy) - Slow to begin.

ROYAL KHAN (T Jonker) - Slow to begin.

RABADA (K Chowdhoory) - Began awkwardly.

RED VIENNA (K Asano) - Raced wide in the early stages. When questioned regarding performance, rider advised that
after racing on the pace the gelding had failed to finish the race off over the concluding stages and had been

disappointing.

BOOT IT SCOOTER (K Hercock) - Had to angle outwards across heels to obtain clear running passing the 300 metres.

Race 8 ‘ WINTER CUP NOMINATIONS CLOSE 13 JUNE 1600m

FACETIME (J Fawcett) - Jumped in the air at the start losing ground. Improved forward quickly from the 1200 metres
after being caught wide taking a position outside the leader near the 1000 metres.




GLORIFIED (K Hannan) - Slow away. Held up entering the straight near the 400 metres then continuing to have
difficulty obtaining clear running until near the 150 metres.

ANCHOR ME (G Jogoo) - Slow away.

POWER ‘N’ PASSION (L Callaway) - Over raced in the early to middle stages.

FINAL SAVINGS (K Hercock) - Over raced in the middle stages.

YEAH RIGHT (C Campbell) - Raced three wide without cover.

CAITLYN JAY (K Asano) - Held up early in the straight.

LIGHT UP (K Kwo) - Rider was spoken to advisedly regarding relaxing his ride over the concluding stages.

JIN LU (T Moseley) - Returned to the enclosure with blood present in both nostrils. Following a veterinary inspection

JIN LU was confirmed to have bled. Trainer R Didham was advised that JIN LU is now ineligible to race in New Zealand
as this was its second attack of nasal bleeding.

Race 9 ‘ RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE 2200m

L Prendergast (LOQUITA) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting LOQUITA without
notified gear (tongue tie).

R Holmes (MISS ONAKI) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting MISS ONAKI without
notified gear (ear covers).

DA VINCI GIRL (D Montes de Oca) - Shifted ground abruptly on jumping, crowding inside runners. Eased down over
the concluding stages after racing wide without cover throughout. When questioned, rider advised that the mare had
felt indifferent in its action. A post-race veterinary examination revealed an abrasion to the left hind leg consistent
with having been galloped on during the running.

LOQUITA (K Hannan) - Crowded at the start.

DEMAND RESPECT (K Asano) - Crowded at the start.

RED SUNDAY (D Bothamley) - Crowded at the start.

MISS ONAKI (J Kamaruddin) - Raced wide in the early stages.

DEGREEOFINNOCENCE (K Chowdhoory) - Held up for a distance passing the 400 metres.

MADISON ROSE (T Moseley) - Held up rounding the final turn and early in the straight.
