RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ WAIPA EARTHWORKS MAIDEN 1550

EL CONCHO (O Bosson) - Began awkwardly. When questioned regarding the performance Jockey O Bosson could
offer no explanation.

MS CANDEE LANE (T Thornton) - Raced keenly in the early stages.




BLACK OPAL (M McNab) - Laid out rounding the final bend.

DONUT (N Parmar) — When questioned regarding the performance Apprentice N Parmar advised that the mare had
failed to back up from its previous run.

Race 2 ‘ CAMBRIDGE EQUINE HOSPITAL 1550

ROCK MY HEART (L Satherley) - Slow to begin.

FLAT TRACK BULLY (W Kennedy) - Began awkwardly. When questioned regarding the performance Jockey W
Kennedy could offer no explanation. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed the gelding to
have suffered cardiac arrhythmia. Connections were advised that FLAT TRACK BULLY will not be permitted to start in
any race or trial until a veterinary certificate declaring the horse free of any cardiac arrhythmia following a gallop of at
least 1000 metres. Connections advised that they will be assessing the racing future of the gelding.

MERSEY BEAT (A Goindasamy) — Over-raced in the early stages.

HAYATE (N Parmar) — Raced three wide without cover throughout.

Race 3 | SADDLERY WAREHOUSE MAIDEN 1300

MARY ELIZABETH (N Hailey) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Checked approaching the 1000 metres
to avoid the heels of JOHNNIE KASTLE which shifted in when not sufficiently clear, losing ground.

LUCKY CHARM (V Colgan) - Began awkwardly. Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

TAILORED (E Nicholas) — Raced three wide without cover throughout. When questioned regarding the performance
Apprentice E Nicholas reported that the wide run told on the gelding over the concluding stages.

T & M Carter (SAN SIMEON) - Issued with a warning after presenting SAN SIMEON to race without the notified visor
blinkers.

O Bosson (JOHNNIE KASTLE) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that he permitted his mount to shift in when not
sufficiently clear of MARY ELIZABETH which was checked, losing ground approaching the 1000 metres. After
considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of O Bosson's licence to ride in races from the
conclusion of racing on Saturday 9 September up to and including racing on Sunday 17 September, 6 national riding
days.

Race 4 | PRYDE’S EASIFEED MAIDEN 1300

PACIFICO (W Kennedy) - Began awkwardly. Raced keenly throughout.

BEAUJOLAIS () Whiteside) - Slow to begin. Raced three wide without cover throughout.
SATIN DOLL (M McNab) — Slow to begin. Laid in over the concluding stages.

FONSI (C Grylls) - Over-raced in the early and middle stages.

LANAKAI (V Colgan) — Over-raced in the middle stages.

Race 5 ‘ HORSE TRANSPORT SERVICES 1300

DIAGON ALLEY (V Colgan) - Began awkwardly losing ground.




MARTELL (M McNab) - Crowded at the start.
LITTLE JOE (W Kennedy) - Crowded at the start losing ground.
IMPREVU (E Nicholas) - Restrained at the start from its wide barrier.

SIDE EYE (J Allen) — Checked passing the 1200 metres to avoid the heels of GUNNAR which shifted in when not
sufficiently clear. Improved onto heels approaching the 600 metres having to be steadied.

UP ‘N’ GONE (C Grylls) - Placed in restricted room near the 1200 metres.

POW WOW (S Spratt) — Over-raced in the middle stages. Raced wide throughout.

DEAR OH DEAR (J Fawcett) - When questioned regarding the performance Jockey J Fawcett advised that in her
opinion the mare would appreciate a step up in distance.

L Collins (DEAR OH DEAR) - Issued with a warning after presenting DEAR OH DEAR to race without the notified visor
blinkers.

O Bosson (LITTLE JOE) - Issued with a minor infringement and fined $200 for failing to make the contract weight on
LITTLE JOE. O Bosson was replaced by W Kennedy.

D Cooper (GUNNAR) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that he permitted his mount to shift in when not
sufficiently clear of SIDE EYE which was checked, and UP ‘N’ GONE which was placed in restricted room near the 1200
metres. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of D Cooper’s licence to ride in races
from the conclusion of racing on Saturday 9 September up to and including racing on Friday 15 September, 4 national
riding days.

Race 6 | DYNAVITE 970

LUXURIANT (N Parmar) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Raced in restricted room over the concluding stages when
OUR ABSOLUTE laid out under pressure, going to the line not fully tested.

SEAMSEW (J Doyle) - Crowded at the start losing ground. Improved onto heels near the 700 metres having to be
steadied and again near the 400 metres.

RUBELLITE (D Cooper) - Slow to begin.

SUPER SWIFT (S Spratt) — Over-raced in the early stages. Raced three wide without cover throughout.
DON’T LOOK ETHEL (W Kennedy) — Raced wide without cover throughout.

DIGNITOSA (O Bosson) - Raced keenly when leading in the early stages.

OUR ABSOLUTE (T Thornton) — Laid out when placed under pressure in the home straight.

Race 7 ‘ RIDING FOR DISABLED 13 SEPTEMBER 2023 2000

CADA CAMINO (B Rogerson) - Over-raced in the early stages when being restrained.

HARMONIA (M McNab) — Over-raced in the early stages.
