Race 5 - OAMARU JOCKEY CLUB MAIDEN 1600m

CHEX MY NONO (K Williams) - Trainer Mrs J Burrows advised Stewards that CHEX MY NONO underwent chiropractor
treatment on Monday 11 September which revealed tightness to the rump area and right shoulder. J Burrows further
advised it is her intention to continue with the mare’s current preparation and will look to nominate CHEX MY NONO
for the Gore RC meeting on Friday 22 September.




Race 6 - NELLIES RESTAURANT & BAR 1200m
EYE SPY (C Campbell) - Co-trainer Mr S Anderton reported to Stewards that upon return to the stable EYE SPY
underwent dental treatment, with the mare now being sent for a brief freshen up.

RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ SPEIGHT’S SUMMIT ULTRA ON TAP MAIDEN 2200m

HENRIQUI (M Singh) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Jumped the shadow of the winning post at the end of the race.
TARZEFFIC (T Moseley) - Slow to begin.

FRANNI CACCINI (A Balloo) - Over raced when being steadied to obtain cover passing the 2000 metres, having to be
restrained to avoid the heels of STEVE AUSTIN (D Tait) which shifted inwards when not fully clear. Apprentice D Tait

was advised to exercise greater care. Hung outwards rounding the final bend.

Mahipal Singh (HENRIQUI) - Admitted a charge in that he used his whip with an action which raised the rider’s arm
above shoulder height. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a fine of $250.00.

Race 2 | STALLION TENDER NOW OPEN MAIDEN 1400m

MERIDA BRAVE (R Mudhoo) - Removed from its barrier after becoming fractious to undergo a veterinary examination
and was subsequently declared a late scratching at 2.02pm. Connections were advised that MERIDA BRAVE will now
be required to trial to the satisfaction of a Stipendiary Steward prior to racing next. Received veterinary attention on
return to the tie-ups for lacerations to the back of the right hind leg.

IFF | GET PAAID (S Wynne) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Held up rounding the final turn and in the straight until
shifting outwards across heels to obtain clear running passing the 200 metres.

WARLAC (D Tait) - Jumped away awkwardly losing ground. Steadied off the heels of HERE | AM near the 300 metres.
Was inclined to shift inwards under pressure over the final 200 metres having to be corrected.

REELROSE (K Hercock) - Raced keenly through the early and middle stages. Raced three wide without cover from the
1000 metres.

MY DEGREE (T Comignaghi) - Placed in restricted room having to be steadied when FAYTINA (A Balloo) shifted
inwards when not fully clear shortly after the start. A Balloo was advised to exercise greater care. When questioned
regarding performance, the rider could offer no excuse advising that the mare had failed to quicken once placed
under pressure and had been disappointing.

PONZI PONY (T Jonker) - Held up until near the 250 metres.

Race 3 ‘ RICCARTON PARK FUNCTION CENTRE MAIDEN 1600m

OUR MILLY BEE (J Kamaruddin) — Slow to begin.
EPILOGUE (T Comignaghi) - Slow to begin.
NOW OR NEVER (B Murray) - Slow to begin. Commenced to race fiercely shortly after leaving the barriers and shifted

outwards to avoid heels approaching the 1400 metres hampering QUICK STORY then continuing to over race through
the middle stages.




SEVEN ELEVEN (R Mudhoo) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

BLUEGRASS DIXIE (T Jonker) - Got its head up when being steadied shortly after the start. Raced wide in the middle
stages before improving forward to sit outside the leader near the 800 metres.

QUICK STORY (K Hercock) - Hampered passing the 1400 metres.

Race 4 ‘ CHRISTCHURCH CASINO SI RACING AWARDS 15 SEPT MAIDEN 1200m

MAZZUCATO (J Kamaruddin) - Began awkwardly.

PICK UP THE BLAZE (K Mudhoo) - Crowded at the start losing ground when runners to either side shifted ground.
ON FILE (M Singh) - Contacted then hampered at the start losing ground.

SOUL DESTROYER (T Comignaghi) - Blundered at the start shifting inwards contacting and hampering ON FILE.

MYTINKA (R Mudhoo) - From its wide barrier draw was restrained behind runners to obtain cover shortly after the
start. Over raced through the middle stages.

VELIKA LADY (K Hercock) - Raced three wide without cover.

Mahipal Singh (ON FILE) - Issued with a warning after failing to claim down to his declared riding weight.

Race 5 ‘ THE PROMENADE VILLAS — NEW FOR 2023 HANDICAP 1200m

LOUISIANA MAN (K Williams) - Declared a late scratching at 3.40pm on veterinary advice as it was showing signs of
lameness in the right hind leg after getting both hind legs over a gate leaving the birdcage. Connections were advised
that a veterinary clearance would be required prior to trialling or racing next.

SHARPIE (J Kamaruddin) - Jumped away awkwardly losing ground.

SHOW BAZZ (J Laking) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

TELEKINETIC (D Montes de Oca) - Jumped away awkwardly losing ground.

GEMMA FLITZ (D Tait) - Slow to begin.

HEMI RIDAPEST (T Comignaghi) - Slow to begin.

MISS SAILOR (T Moseley) - Shortly after the start placed in restricted room having to steady losing some ground.

LIPA MALA (R Mudhoo) - Over raced through the early and middle stages.

LINCOLN LOVER (K Kwo) - Steadied when awkwardly placed passing the 1000 metres getting its head up.

SOO0O0 DUSTY (Y Atchamah) - Lay in away from LIPA MALA near the 1000 metres then raced ungenerously for a
distance getting its head up when being restrained.

DESTINYS GIRL (A Balloo) - Raced three wide without cover.




ABIT SASSY (S Wynne) - Steadied when placed in restricted room near the 900 metres.

Race 6 ‘ ENTAIN — NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE F&M 1600m

Trainer S Wynne (ARDOUR) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting ARDOUR without the
notified side winkers.

BELLA ROSE (J Kamaruddin) - Slow to begin. Held up near the 400 metres making contact with ROYAL KHAN when
attempting to obtain clear running.

DA VINCI GIRL (D Montes de Oca) - Slow to begin. Raced three wide without cover.

AL ZAHIRA (B May) - Slow to begin.

FELICITY THEN (T Moseley) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Over raced when being restrained passing the 1400
metres.

AROWOFDIAMONDS (T Comignaghi) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Faltered passing the winning post when
racing free of interference being immediately attended to by the on-course Veterinarian and the horse ambulance
deployed. AROWOFDIAMONDS was found to have suffered a fracture to the left hind leg cannon bone, having to be
humanely euthanised.

FAH SAI (K Williams) - Steadied passing the 1400 metres when attempting to obtain cover. Held up entering the final
straight having to steady and shift outwards across heels to obtain clear running approaching the 300 metres.

LA RAPIDE (D Wilson) - Lay out rounding the final turn.

ROYAL KHAN (T Jonker) - Contacted near the 400 metres.

T Comignaghi (AROWOFDIAMONDS) - Issued with a warning after using her whip with an action which raised the
rider’s arm above shoulder height.

Race 7 | RACECOURSE HOTEL & MOTOR LODGE 1400m

CEDDY SMITH (K Hercock) - Dropped its head as the start was effected and as a result lost ground. Had to shift ground
in the final straight to obtain clear running.

BOOT IT SCOOTER (D Tait) - Began awkwardly losing ground.

THATS CHARMING (B May) - Slow to begin. Raced keenly through the early and middle stages.
CASTLE ON THE HILL (K Williams) - Steadied shortly after the start to obtain cover.
MEGALOMANIAC (J Laking) - Raced three wide without cover throughout.

ELEGANT LADY (J Kamaruddin) - Held up early in the straight before having to be steadied and shifting outwards
across heels to obtain clear running passing the 200 metres.




DOC MARTYN (C Campbell) - When questioned regarding performance the rider was unable to offer any excuse,
advising that the gelding had never travelled well in the running. A post-race veterinary inspection did not reveal any
abnormality.
