RACE COMMENTS 

Race 1 BETAVET CELEBRATING 15 YEARS MAIDEN 1400m 

OCEAN LIGHT (J Parkes) - Slow to begin. 
 



LADY BANKSIDE (C Barnes) - Blundered when beginning awkwardly losing ground. Raced wide without cover through 
the early stages until near the 800 metres. Was not persevered with over the concluding stages when well beaten 
finishing a distant last. When questioned regarding performance the rider advised that the mare had been 
disappointing with no tangible excuse. A post-race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious abnormality. 
 
THE SEAMSTRESS (S Wynne) - Began awkwardly unbalancing the rider and losing ground as a result. 
 
PEARL OPULENCE (K Mudhoo) - Began awkwardly losing ground. Had to be steadied after becoming awkwardly 
placed inside the heels of PIERROGRINE near the 1000 metres.  
 
ENTRENCH (Y Atchamah) - Raced wide in the early stages and three wide without cover throughout. 
 
DOMPERION (K Chowdhoory) - Over raced in the early stages and got its head up when being restrained. 
 
FAYTINA (A Balloo) - Shifted outwards across the heels of PAKISTAN ZINDABAD to obtain clear running near the 350 
metres, with ENTRENCH shifting away from that runner. A Balloo was advised to exercise greater care. 
 
The track was upgraded to Good 3 retrospective to this race. 
 

Race 2 ENTAIN – NZB INSURANCE PEARL SERIES RACE 800m 

SUPER ROSA (C Barnes) - Shifted outwards at the start crowding outside runners. 
 
DIABLO BLANCO (T Comignaghi) - Crowded at the start losing ground. 
 
COLLECTIVE HEARTS (K Williams) - Slow to begin. 
 
SUPER EM (R Mudhoo) - Held up passing the 400 metres having to shift ground outwards across heels to find clear 
racing room near the 300 metres. 
 
CAPITAL LISTING (L Allpress) - Raced greenly in the run home and was not persevered with over the concluding 
stages. Rider reported the filly may have been feeling the firm track. A post-race veterinary inspection revealed the 
filly to be showing signs of mild muscle tie-up. 
 

Race 3 A1 AUTO 4 SERVICE 1200m 

OH NO NO NO (R Mudhoo) - Slow to begin. Lay outwards under pressure over the concluding stages. 
 
FAH SAI (S Wynne) - Slow to begin.  
 
RADIANT ROSIE (Y Atchamah) – Reared at the start losing ground. Held up early in the final straight. 
 
BERBIZIER (C Campbell) - Steadied to avoid the heels of BRANCASTER BOMBER passing the 1100 metres. 
 
SOOO DUSTY (C Barnes) - Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
GUITAR MAN (L Allpress) - When questioned regarding performance, the rider was unable to offer any excuse other 
than possibly not being entirely suited by today's firm track. A post-race veterinary inspection found the gelding to 
have an extremely elevated heart rate, with a veterinary clearance now required prior to racing next. Trainer T Rae 
advised that GUITAR MAN will now be retired from racing. 
 

Race 4 NZB READY TO RUN SALE TRAINERS SERIES 1200m 

ZOULANDER (J Parkes) - Slow to begin. 



 
EXPRESS COUP (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. 
 
PAPAGENA (S Toolooa) - Shifted outwards shortly after the start crowding outside runners. 
 
LILHOOVESGOTMOVES (K Hercock) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Held up early in the final straight. 
 
GOLDIE’S CHANCE (D Tait) - Raced wide without cover throughout. 

 

MIA SORELLA (L Allpress) - Raced wide without cover throughout. When questioned regarding performance, the rider 

advised that after being caught wide from the outside barrier the mare had been unable to finish the race off but 

would derive benefit from today’s fresh up run. 

 

DIAGON ALLEY (K Mudhoo) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. Had trouble obtaining clear racing room 

early in the run home, shifting across heels near the 300 metres and when doing so briefly hampered KING COUGAR. 

 
ROCA FUNDEEDA (R Mudhoo) - Over raced in the early stages getting its head up when being steadied to take a 
trailing position. 
 
KING COUGAR (Y Atchamah) - Held up passing the 350 metres before being briefly hampered near the 300 metres.  
 
K Mudhoo (DIAGON ALLEY) - Issued with a warning after angling his mount DIAGON ALLEY outwards to obtain clear 
running near the 300 metres when not fully clear of KING COUGAR. 
 

Race 5 NZB AIRFREIGHT ROAD TO JERICHO 3000m 

Trainer C Spittles (EULOGY SHOW) - Issued with a warning after presenting EULOGY SHOW without the notified side 
winkers. 
 
CAPTAIN OUMUAMUA (K Chowdhoory) - Began awkwardly shifting outwards and contacting BLOOD DIAMOND which 
was forced outwards into the line of KING OF THE DANCE which lost ground. Crowded and checked having to be 
restrained to avoid heels passing the 2400 metres. 
 
BLOOD DIAMOND (K Williams) - Contacted at the start. Hampered rounding the bend near the 650 metres. 
 
KING OF THE DANCE (R Mudhoo) - Hampered at the start losing ground. 
 
LUSCIOUS LOVER (J Fawcett) - Crowded shortly after the start losing ground. 
 
ESTABLISHMENT (K Mudhoo) - Raced wide in the early stages before improving forward to lead passing the 2000 
metres. 
 
I’M RONALDO (L Sutherland) - Over raced in the early to middle stages. Held up having to be checked when improving 
onto heels near the 450 metres. 
 
ASTRADEEL (K Hercock) - Contacted and forced to a three wide position passing the 1000 metres. 
 
LOCHWINNOCH (T Comignaghi) - Over raced in the early stages then having to be firmly restrained to avoid the heels 
of DEELS DONE which shifted outwards near the 2600 metres.  
 



DEELS DONE (C Barnes) - Contacted near the 650 metres and forced outwards onto BLOOD DIAMOND when CAPTAIN 
OUMUAMUA (K Chowdhoory) shifted outwards. K Chowdhoory was advised to exercise greater care when shifting 
ground. 
 
HONESTY (L Allpress) - Rider reported the gelding had felt indifferent in its action on pulling up. A post-race veterinary 
inspection revealed low grade right hind lameness, with a veterinary clearance now required prior to racing next.  
 
FAH LUN (L Douglas) - When questioned regarding performance, the rider advised that the gelding was better suited 
to rain affected tracks. A post-race veterinary inspection did not reveal any obvious abnormality. 
 
R Mudhoo (KING OF THE DANCE) - Spoken to regarding his whip use on a runner out of contention. 
 
J Fawcett (LUSCIOUS LOVER) - Issued with a warning after directing her mount away from the running rail when not 
sufficiently clear passing the 1000 metres forcing ASTRADEEL to a three wide position. 
 
C Barnes (DEELS DONE)- Issued with a warning after permitting her mount DEELS DONE to shift outwards near the 
2600 metres when not sufficiently clear of LOCHWINNOCH. 
 
S Wynne (EULOGY SHOW) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount EULOGY SHOW to 
shift inwards when not sufficiently clear of CAPTAIN OUMUAMUA which was checked near the 2400 metres. After 
considering submissions the Adjudicative Committee imposed a suspension of S Wynne’s licence to ride in races from 
the conclusion of racing today Saturday 28 October until the conclusion of racing on Sunday 5 November, 4 national 
riding days. 
 

Race 6 CANTERBURY LANDSCAPE SUPPLIES 1800m 

YOLO (L Sutherland) - Slow to begin. 
 
FIVE PRINCES (A Balloo) - Restrained shortly after the start to obtain cover from a wide draw. 
 
PEECEE PUSSYCAT (S Wynne) - Jumped away awkwardly getting back as a result.  
 
STAR BALLOT (J Parkes) - Taken back from a wide draw to obtain cover shortly after the start. 
 
SERIOUSLY (L Douglas) - Over raced in the early stages going back onto NOBLE KNIGHT near the 1500 metres. Held up 
early in the run home having to shift ground passing the 250 metres to find clear racing room. 
 
NOBLE KNIGHT (K Chowdhoory) - Had to be steadied off the heels of SERIOUSLY near the 1500 metres. Again had to 
be steadied off the heels of SERIOUSLY for a distance passing the 800 metres. 
 
TREYBON (D Tait) - Raced three wide without cover for the majority of the race. Rider dropped her whip near the 150 
metres. 
 

Race 7 WAR DECREE STAKES (G3) 1600m 

BLANCHE (C Barnes) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
RADIANT REACH (L Allpress) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
TROBRIAND (S Weatherley) - Taken back from a wide draw to obtain cover. 
 
LANTERN WAY (J Riddell) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. 
 



MOGUL (R Mudhoo) - Over raced in the middle stages. Briefly steadied near the 700 metres when LANTERN WAY lay 
inwards before being straightened by its rider. 
 
QUINTABELLE (K Mudhoo) - Shifted ground abruptly inwards near the 350 metres with the rider swapping the whip to 
the left hand. The rider reported that the filly had hung inwards from the 600 metres. 
 
J Riddell (LANTERN WAY) - Issued with a warning after weighing in in excess of his weigh-out weight. 
 

Race 8 COUPLAND’S BAKERIES MILE TRIAL 1400m 

FIRODEN (C Campbell) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
WATCH OUT (T Comignaghi) - Taken back from a wide draw to obtain cover shortly after the start. Held up rounding 
the bend and early in the run home only gaining clear racing room passing the 200 metres. 
 
EARS BACK (J Fawcett) - Raced three wide without cover throughout. Shifted inwards under pressure near the 150 
metres when only marginally clear of OUR ECHO. J Fawcett was advised to exercise greater care. 
 
KOPUA (L Sutherland) - When over racing had to be steadied away from the heels of the runner in front passing the 
800 metres. Held up passing the 200 metres having to be steadied off heels and continued to be held up going to the 
line without being fully tested by its rider. 
 

Race 9 SOTHYS SPRING CLASSIC 2000m 

SECOND THOUGHT (S Weatherley) - Fractious in its barrier just prior to the start and began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
TARAMEA LAD (K Williams) - Hampered leaving the barriers. Briefly placed in restricted room near the 100 metres. 
 
MATSCOT (C Barnes) - Slow to begin. 
 
PROSERVE (S Wynne) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 
TAIMATE DIVA (K Chowdhoory) - Over raced in the early stages. Raced in restricted room entering the home straight. 
Briefly crowded passing the 150 metres when runners to either side shifted ground. 
 
CHARMS STAR (T Comignaghi) - Held up early in the straight continuing to have difficulty obtaining clear running until 
near the 200 metres. 
 

Race 10 PRYDE’S EASIFEED 1600m 

WAIHORA MIST (C Barnes) - Blundered badly at the start dislodging its rider. C Barnes was attended to by St John 
Paramedics and cleared of any injury. 
 
IFFIDIDIT (K Chowdhoory) - Slow to begin. Over raced in the early to middle stages. 
 
IT’S THE VIBE (D Montes de Oca) - Slow to begin. 
 
COLOSSAL (R Beeharry) - Slow to begin. Raced wide without cover throughout. 
 
ROYAL KHAN (K Hercock) - Began awkwardly shifting inwards contacting UGO. Improved onto heels over the 
concluding stages. 
 
TAKE ON (L Sutherland) - Began awkwardly losing ground. 
 



UGO (J Riddell) - Contacted at the start. 
 
INCHAARJ (K Williams) - Over raced in the middle stages when being restrained. 
 
TAKE ON (L Sutherland) - Had some trouble obtaining clear running for the majority of the run home.
