IFF | GET PAAID - Trainer S Yesberg reported that following blood tests the mare has been treated for a high white
blood cell count.




RACE COMMENTS

Race 1 ‘ VERNON & VAZEY 0800 TRUCK PARTS 1100m

MAKABAR (R Khan) - Slow away. Rider dropped the whip passing the 400 metres.

KIKIMORA (Y Atchamah) - Raced in restricted room near the 850 metres when awkwardly placed inside the heels of
OVER TO YOU (L Hemi). L Hemi was advised to exercise greater care. Continued to race in restricted room in the run
down the back straight. Held up rounding the final bend gaining clear racing room near the 250 metres. In the
presence of the Apprentice Riding Mentor, Y Atchamah was shown a replay of his ride in the early and middle stages
and advised he is to show better judgement than he has on this occasion.

MOTIONTIME (K Hercock) - Raced three wide without cover through the early and middle stages. Lay in early in the
run home having to be straightened by the rider.

OVER TO YOU (L Hemi) - Rider reported the mare had been disappointing today. A post-race veterinary inspection
revealed a slow recovery rate. Stewards will follow up in coming days.

Race 2 | GREYMOUTH BUSINESSES SPRINT MAIDEN 1100m

LOVE FIFTEEN (D Cooper) - Slow away.
CHARM MANHATTAN (Y Atchamah) - Raced three wide without cover.
JETSTREAM (K Hercock) - Raced wide throughout.

BAX FACTOR (F Moerman) - Made the bend near the 600 metres awkwardly, with the rider reporting the gelding had
never felt comfortable on today’s tight turning track.

RIPARIAN STREAM (A Najib) - Shifted in abruptly when struck with the whip near the 150 metres having to be
straightened.

A Najib (RIPARIAN STREAM) - Spoken to advisedly in regard to his whip action in the run home.

Race 3 ‘ JACK CURRAGH MEMORIAL 1100m

Co-trainers M & M Pitman (GOLDEN HARVEST) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after failing to
declare the rider until the morning of the races.

TAIL LIGHTS (K Williams) - Refused to leave the barriers with the remainder of the field and was retired from the race
by its rider after eventually jumping away. Connections were advised that TAIL LIGHTS must barrier trial at official
trials to the satisfaction of a Stipendiary Steward prior to racing next.

FLOWER MOON (K Mudhoo) - Slow to begin.

KINDRED SPIRIT (K Hercock) - Raced three wide without cover for the majority of the race.

Race 4 ‘ GREYMOUTH STAR MAIDEN 1500m

WILD SECRETS (R Mudhoo) - Required farrier attention at the barriers to replace the right front plate, with the race
starting 3 minutes late as a result.

CONFLICT (L Hemi) - Blundered leaving the barriers.

BRUSSET (Y Atchamah) - Slow away being restrained to obtain cover from a wide barrier.




Race 5 ‘ WESTLAND RACING CLUB MISS SCENICLAND STAKES 1500m

RETAIL THERAPY (L Sutherland) - Very slow to begin (5 lengths). Connections were advised that a barrier manners
warning would be placed against the mare.

SEVEN TWENTY (Y Atchamah) - Jumped away awkwardly.
MOVIE GIRL (K Hercock) - Over raced when being restrained in the early stages making the first turn awkwardly.
EPEE BEEL (K Williams) - Crowded and checked near the 1200 metres.

IN VEGAS (K Mudhoo) - Buffeted and unbalanced near the 1200 metres when EPEE BEEL was taken inwards by REGAL
DICE.

SPROCKET ROCKET (R Muniandy) - Raced wide from the 1100 metres before improving to sit outside the leader near
the 800 metres.

L Hemi (REGAL DICE) - Admitted a charge of careless riding in that she permitted her mount REGAL DICE to shift
inwards near the 1200 metres crowding and checking EPEE BEEL and hampering IN VEGAS which was buffeted and
unbalanced. After considering submissions the Adjudicator imposed a suspension of L Hemi’s licence to ride in races
from the conclusion of racing on Wednesday 15 January until the conclusion of racing on Wednesday 22 January, 5
national riding days.

Race 6 ‘ FRANK MCLAUGHLIN MEMORIAL 2000m

SCHEDAR (R Mudhoo) - Slow away.

TAKE ON (K Mudhoo) - Slow away.

CARIGNAN (L Sutherland) - Slow away.

RICHIE’S DREAM (L Hemi) - Jumped away awkwardly making contact with HAAST RULER.

HAAST RULER (A Najib) - Contacted leaving the barriers. Raced wide without cover in the early stages.

FLOAT (K Williams) - Had to be steadied away from heels of runners in front near the 700 metres going back onto DA
VINCI GIRL which was inconvenienced. Rider advised that after she had to check away from heels the mare had lost
interest and had been disappointing. Underwent a post-race veterinary inspection which did not reveal any obvious

abnormality.

DA VINCI GIRL (K Hercock) - Inconvenienced 700 metres.

Race 7 | RECREATION HOTEL GREYMOUTH CUP HANDICAP 2000m

Co-trainers J & K Parsons (MAHOE) - Fined $100 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting MAHOE
with unnotified bandages.

STAR BALLOT (A Goindasamy) - Slow to begin.
FRANNI CACCINI (B Murray) - Under pressure from the 1200 metres and was not persevered with, with the rider
reporting he felt something was badly amiss with the mare. A post-race veterinary inspection did not reveal any

obvious abnormality. Stewards will follow up in coming days.

REVERBERATIONS (D Cooper) - Raced keenly outside the leader through the middle stages.




MAHOE (K Williams) - Disappointing after leading throughout. When questioned, the rider reported the gelding was
under pressure on the turn for home and through the run home, adding that the gelding had blown quite hard post-
race but may take benefit from today’s run. A post-race veterinary inspection revealed a contusion on the left hind
cannon bone above the fetlock consistent with having struck itself.

Race 8 ‘ GREG DALY REALESTATE 1500m

Trainer J Burrows (BEAVER FEVER) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule for late declaration of boots
for BEAVER FEVER.

Trainer S Woodsford (EXPLOSIVE LASS) - Fined $50 under the Minor Infringement Schedule after presenting
EXPLOSIVE LASS with the incorrect saddle cloth number.

BLEAKHOUSE BURTIE (A Najib) - Declared a late scratching at 4:57pm after being very fractious in the barriers.
Connections were advised that BLEAKHOUSE BURTIE must barrier trial to the satisfaction of a Stipendiary Steward
prior to racing next.

HEREIGOAGAIN (R Muniandy) - Jumped away awkwardly losing ground. Raced wide from the 600 metres.

HIGH STEP (R Mudhoo) - Began awkwardly and then shifted outwards becoming awkwardly placed on heels having to
be steadied shortly after the start.

EXPLOSIVE LASS (K Williams) - Made the bend near the 1200 metres awkwardly and had to be steadied away from
heels near the 1100 metres.

MIGHTY BRIGHT (B May) - Raced wide without cover throughout.

TOKO ONO (A Goindasamy) - Over raced in the middle stages. Had to be steadied away from heels passing the 700
metres.

SUNSET EXPRESS (K Mudhoo) - Dipped near the 300 metres losing some momentum.
